The goup
supplied all the dfts br the CD cwer and the &nork to the
studioswho edited it psfessionayl 100 CDs hae been made
with details printed on the CD surface and pop-out cases with
printed insdés These will ne be distribted to all prspectve
promotes.

It was a @1y long dg but ereryone thooughy enjged it.This
session has taught us a lot of things about recording in studios
and the discipline this needed to avk togetherHopefuly, the
CD will enale our goup to secur perbrming oppotunities
from pospectie plomoters and enhance ouugic-making
abilities

The goup member SaleeEmbe undegoing studio @&ining
commented:
